1. RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2 The organizing authority is the Sailing Committee of the Sebago Canoe Club, Brooklyn, NY.

2. LANGUAGE

The official language of this regatta will be English.

3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1 Competitors who are members of the International Laser Class Association are eligible to compete.

3.2 There will be an “Open” fleet consisting of all Fulls and Radials and those who wish to switch rigs.

4. RISK

It is the competitor’s decision to enter the regatta and to start or continue any race. (See RRS rule 4). The
competitors are ultimately responsible for the risks. The competitor will accept full responsibility for all his/her
actions during any activity related to the event. This includes on shore activities before, during, and after the
regatta.
